Instructions for the illustrative mock‑up
1 Purpose of the mock‑up
The mock‑up requested under this annex is intended solely to provide an illustrative visual representation of the approach described by the tenderer in Annex 1A – Technical Offer Questionnaire.
Its purpose is to help the Agency better understand how the proposed pedagogical and design concepts could be translated into a learning experience.
The mock‑up is not a deliverable under the contract.
It is requested exclusively for the evaluation of the technical offer.
Legal clarification
The mock‑up shall be illustrative, non‑functional and non‑reusable.
It shall not constitute a deliverable under the contract and shall not be used operationally by the Agency.
Intellectual property rights related to the mock‑up remain fully with the tenderer.
The mock‑up is used exclusively for the purpose of evaluating the technical offer.
2 Nature of the mock‑up
The mock‑up shall be:
· illustrative and demonstrative in nature;
· non‑functional and non‑operational;
· limited in scope and level of detail;
· independent from any production‑ready learning product.
3 Acceptable formats
The mock‑up may take one of the following forms, or a comparable illustrative format:
· one or two example screens illustrating a learning interface or layout;
· a short excerpt of a storyboard;
· a schematic representation of navigation or learner flow;
· a visual example of how content may be structured or presented.
The format must be compatible with Windows 365 (standard presentation formats or videos).
To ensure proportionality and compliance with public procurement principles, the mock‑up must not include:
· a complete or partly functional e‑learning module;
· a fully developed training course;
· detailed pedagogical content intended for direct use by learners;
· reusable quizzes, exercises or assessments;
· content that could reasonably be considered a finished or near‑finished product.
Relation with existing ERA materials
The mock‑up shall not reproduce, modify or further develop existing ERA training materials provided for background information purposes.
Where relevant, the mock‑up may illustrate generic examples inspired by the type of content described in Annex 1 (Guidance), without reproducing or re‑using existing slides, quizzes or materials.
