Summary report of the accident registered as PT – 79
Description:

The train nº128 constituted by the vehicle CPA 4009 (Pendolino) hit a person of the feminine gender, with 77 years of age in a pedestrian crossing at the station of Miramar, at the Km 323,800 of the Linha do Norte, line D, on the 6th July 2006.

Circunstances:

When the train approached, the train driver saw an elderly person who started crossing the passage for pedestrians, and triggered the train's horn for about 4 seconds.

The person looked at the train, and continued to walk until be hit.
The emergency brake was activated and the train stopped at the Km 322,979.

The train was travelling at about 138 km / h. Speed limit on that section is of 140 km / h.
The person was dead and no casualties occurred among the train passengers or the train crew.

The train and the line were cleaned after the accident, and some traffic delays occurred.

Legal Base:
This accident does not meet the requirements to be classified as "serious accident in the railways" as stated in article 19.1 of the Safety Directive, 2004/49/EC, and had no impact on railway safety or management of safety, and is classified as a 21.6 case.
